   University Libraries at Northwestern State University rededicated the Eugene P. Watson Memorial Library to mark the end 
of the 50th anniversary year. Library faculty and staff joined library users on Monday, April 24 in the Cammie G. Henry Re-
search Center to celebrate the history of the library as well as the leadership and contributions of the library’s namesake, Eu-
gene P. Watson. Dr. Watson served as University Library of Northwestern State University from 1940 until his passing in 
1964. He was the founder of Alpha Beta Alpha, the first national undergraduate library science fraternity. Dr. Megan Lowe 
delivered opening remarks, followed by Head Archivist Donna Baker who provided the historical background. The event 
was planned as part of National Library Week.  
   Dr. Megan Lowe, Director of University Libraries, has been named the UL System OER Content Expert. UL System 
folks should keep an eye out for programming this summer! Dr. Lowe also presented at LitCon: A Celebration of the Hu-
manities and the 36th Annual Research Day at Northwestern State University. Additionally, Dr. Lowe presented at the 
ACRL-Arts Section Panel: Getting Started in Research and Publishing, the BOR eLearning Conference, and the UL System 
Conference panel on resilience in March.  
   Kerri Christopher, Serials and Media Department Head, gave a 15-minute presentation during the 36th Annual Research 
Day at Northwestern State University of Louisiana entitled “Electronic Resource Management in Libraries: What Do Elec-
tronic Resource Librarians Do?”
