Unnatural Metropolis” outlines the history of this battle between people and place, illustrating the many obstacles faced by founders and citizens during 
more than two centuries. The exhibition documents yellow fever epidemics, flooding, drainage, sewage and sanitation issues that have challenged New 
Orleanians since 1718. The exhibition also explores the 20th century push to “reclaim” lands from the surrounding swamp for commercial and residen-
tial use, which proved to be a major factor in the magnitude of destruction suffered by New Orleans in 2005.
