From the Chair vy patricia Brown

The March LLLA Conference in Shreveport was another success for our Association. The Aca-
demic Section sponsored or co-sponsored 24 programs, and 40 or so people attended the Meer-and-
Greet business session. The Section is also moving toward closer collaboration with ACRL-LA, and
both groups voted to combine the two outstanding academic librarianship awards. (More on this
later.)

During my term as section chair, I have focused on the future of academic libraries and library
users. Given the financial and technological pressutres on higher education, the library of the future
could become like Edward Tufte’s description of Microsoft:

big bureaucracy engaged in computer programming (deep hierarchical structures,
relentlessly sequential, nested, one-short-line-at-a-time) and in marketing
(advocacy not analysis, more style than substance, misdirection, slogan thinking,
fast pace, branding exaggerated claims, marketplace ethics) (Tufte 7).

Suggestions from the audience at LLLA’s “FutureTalk” last March focused on digital information-
access computers “w/paper backup in storage.” The question of digital or print is not yet closed, as
varied options will be conceptualized, debated, and implemented. The other major issue is
“content” vs “service”; we can’t beat Google at its game, but we can be the best at our own mis-
sion to collect, evaluate, organize, and provide access to information and knowledge.

“Be happy!” was my simple favorite suggestion for the future. The most unusual proposal was to
invite celebrities to form and fund a national library committee with “the great minds of librarian-
ship (the innovators, progressives, strategic minds”) to come up with a plan to revolutionize the
way we think about libraries. Al Gore, Bill Gates, Oprah Winfrey, Bill Nye, Neil DeGrasse Tyson,
Warren Buffett, and Steven Spielberg were mentioned as “well-known and rich and smart.”” Ac-
cording to media scholar Siya Vaidhyanathan, libraries lost a major opportunity to direct the future
when Google.com took off in 2008:

“...we could have launched something like a “Human Knowledge Project”... is it
not important enough to promote, debate, and fund publicly? [if not], let’s drop
the whole idea and allow a fractured, privatized system, with all its inherent ine-
qualities of access, to prevail (Vaidhyanathan 203-04).

Finally: If you value LLA and the Academic Section, talk it up to your colleagues. Our Associa-
tion and its Annual Conference can be a thriving, useful vehicle for advancing librarianship and
higher education in the state, but not without participation by academic librarians and collaboration
with others.

“We cannot begin with the very thing we are trying to end with. We must tease out the answer,
allowing the mind to go through its natural, and logical, procedure” (House 28). Keep thinking;
from your values and your experiences during these troublous times, keep thinking.

Researchers interested in exploring multiple aspects of the history of free people of color in Louisiana can now do so in a recently-
completed, free online resource available at p#tp:/ /[ www.lib.lsu.edu/ special/ fpoc/ . “Free People of Color in Louisiana: Revealing an Unknown
Past,” is a collaborative digital project funded by the National Endowment for the Humanities that brings together and provides access to
over 30,000 pages of family and personal papers, business records, and public documents from the LSU Libraries’” Special Collections, the
Louisiana State Museum Historical Center, the Historic New Otleans Collection, Tulane University’s Louisiana Research Collection, and
New Otleans Public Library. LSU Libraries received the $194,152 two-year grant in 2013; it concluded at the end of April 2015. For ad-
ditional information about the project contact Tara Laver at fzachar@/su.edu.
